5. To be considered for an award the candidate should at least participate on the
same day of the specific section.

6. Competitors’ dress: Black leotard & black tight (Girls) or black shirt or black T-
shirt with short trousers or black tracksuit pants. School uniform may be used for
the Sight reading, Verse and Prose speaking.

7. All competitors must introduce themselves as well as the piece performed to the
adjudicator.
