Verse speaking (Poetry) (FALO1)

e Own choice.

e Formal approach without movements or gestures.
e No props.

e Interpretation through voice and facial expression.
¢ Full body integration with relaxed posture.

Monologue (FALO5)

e Use of minimum décor, hand props and suggested costume.

e Movements and gestures should be motivated in support of the subtext.

Prepared Public Speaking (FALO06)

e The topic and arguments of the speech must be specific, clearly formulated and
substantially defended.
e Cue cards are allowed.

Sight Reading (FALQ7)

e 5 Minutes preparation.
e Adjudicator supplies the age appropriate reading piece for reading.

Verse Speaking: DUO (FALOS8)

e Own choice.
e Two participants dramatizing a poem.
e The poems may be dramatized and blocks used.

Drama: Duologue/Trilogue (FAL 09)

e Own choice.
e Minimum décor, props and costume.

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Team Public Speaking (FAL10)

e 4 participants.

¢ Arguments should be convincing and backed up by research.

e No theatrics of any form, no choral statements, dramatizations, discussions,
using or wearing of props.

e Own Topic, relevant and age appropriate.

Choral Verse Speaking (FAL 11)

e Own choice.
e Choral verse speaking (no movement, motivated gestures are allowed).
e Minimum 12 participants.

FAL 11 Grade 0-12 R450
Grade 0-12 5 minutes maximum

Choral Verse Dramatized (FAL12)

e Own choice.
¢ With movement and/or props.
e Minimum 12 participants.

Grade 0-12 5 minutes maximum
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
